Is the use of nuclear weapons prohibited under international law?




3. As China’s economy develops, we see today more and more Chinese investment overseas. For the Chinese corporations operating in under-developed areas, what kind of obligations, if any, do they have under international law with respect to labour, protection of environment etc.? State the reasons and legal basis for your answer.
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
